Mary Helen MacKillop was born on January 15" 1842 in Fitzroy,

responsibility in the home at the age of 14 become the primary
provider. Aged 18 she moved to Penola, South Australia to be
| the governess for the children of her Aunt Margaret and Uncle.
As she taught the children she began to feel a need to help edu-
cate others, especially the poor so other local children were
invited to lessons. She eventually came in contact with Fr
Woods a local priest in Penola who shared her aspirations to
serve the educational needs of the poor. They eventually turned

an old stable into a small school: St Joseph’s School in Penola.

She decided to completely devote her life to God and in 1867,
Mary MacKillop became the first sister and mother superior of
the newly formed Order of the Sisters of St Joseph of the Sacred
Heart. Her schools and order began to grow around Australia.
She died on August 8, 1909 from ill health in North Sydney. She
was canonised on October 17, 2010 by Pope Benedict XVI. She is
the Patron Saint of Australia.

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Reflection by Fr Michael Tate:

Your mother and my mother, carrying her baby in the
womb for nine months, effectively said: ‘Take, eat, this
is my body.” A mother able to breastfeed continues this
communion as she offers her body to give life to her
child.

Our Lord Jesus Christ adopts maternal language to ex-
press his deepest desire for us! He gives us his risen
and glorified Humanity: ‘Take, eat, this is my body’,
and a sort of life-giving mutual indwelling occurs:
‘Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood abide in
me and | in them.” This is as intimate as a baby dwell-
ing in the womb of its mother. As St Paul putitina
different context, ‘In Him we live and move and have
our being.

The Saviour of the World, the Conqueror of Death,
dwells in my body and | dwell in his glorified body. This
gives us ‘eternal life’ which is not something which be-
gins after death, but is simply a label for Our Lord’s Di-
vinehuman life which we can share right now. Howev-
er, because it is the life of the Conqueror of Death it
will certainly impel us beyond the grave: ‘The one who
eats this bread will live forever’

We could take a moment to pray to more fervently re-
alise and take advantage of the fact that, at every
Mass, we can respond to the invitation to come for-
ward to Holy Communion so as to be enwombed in
the maternal Christ.
